1. Indledning

Formdlet med denne oversigt over forsknings- og udviklingsbaseret viden er, at bidrage til det ene af
de fem nationale moduler pd den nye paedagoguddannelse under specialiseringen i skole- og
fritidspeedagogik. Oversigten har til formal at give professionshgjskolernes undervisere og studerende
mulighed for at fa overblik over central og relevant forsknings og udviklingsbaseret viden i relation til
skole- og fritidspaedagogik.

Det er vigtigt at denne oversigt ikke forveksles med et systematisk forskningsreview. Betingelserne for
at skabe den naervaerende litteraturoversigt har vaeret vaesensforskellige fra de betingelser, der skal til
for at udarbejde et systematisk forskningsreview. Arbejdet er udfgrt med begrzensede midler og
begraenset arbejdskraft hen over en relativt kortvarig periode fra oktober 2014 til januar 2015.
Sggningsarbejdet er udfgrt af en arbejdsgruppe bestdende af professionelle undervisere, hvis daglige
virke almindeligvis ikke indbefatter denne omfattende type af litteratursggninger. Derfor er en stor
del af den arbejdstid, der har veeret til radighed gaet med at lzere at bruge (nye) referencesystemer og
sggeveaerktgjer, at gve sig i sggnings-systematikkens kunst, samt at udfordre dennes begraensninger.
Denne oversigt skal derfor leeses og anvendes som inspirationskilde, men samtidig veare afsaet for
brugerens egen kritiske forholden sig til litteraturvalg. Oversigten kan pa ingen made aflgse opgaven
med at afsgge feltet yderligere.

Baggrunden for denne oversigt over forsknings- og udviklingsbaseret viden er at forligskredsen for
den nye paedagoguddannelse har formuleret en uddannelsespolitisk ambition om:

- hgjere faglighed og kvalitet

- Handlekompetencer og bedre sammenhang til praksis
- WPget specialisering med mere arbejdsmarkedsrelevans
- Styrkede tveerprofessionelle kompetencer

De uddannelsespolitiske ambitioner har til formal at sikre de studerende relevante
handlekompetencer bade i en mono- og tveerprofessionel sammenhang, hvorfor undervisningen
baseres pa den nyeste forskningsbaserede viden med en staerk praksisforankring.

For hvert af de fem nationale moduler er der saledes udfgrt forskning- og udviklingsbaseret
vidensoversigter, hvoraf den naervaerende koncentreres om at bidrage med central og aktuel viden i
relation til modulet Professionsviden og forskning i relation til skole- og fritidspadagogik.



1.2. Laesevejledning

Denne oversigt over forsknings- og udviklingsbaseret viden skal give professionshgjskolernes
undervisere og studerende muligheder for at fa et overblik over eller et let tilgeengeligt indblik i
forsknings- og udviklingsviden i relation til det nationale modul 'Professionsviden og forskning i
relation til skole- og fritidspaedagogik’.

For at tilbyde dette overblik har vi udarbejdet en litteraturoversigt som formidles i tematiseret form,
med en indledende indholdsfortegnelse, hvoraf titlerne pa publikationerne fremgar.

Derudover har vi som bilag til oversigtsrapporten vedlagt en sggeguide og segedokumentation, med
eksempler pa hvordan vi har foretaget sggninger. Denne guide skulle gerne fungere som redskab for
den leeser der skulle have brug for selv at sgge mere litteratur under samme eller andre temaer.
Guiden er ogsa et redskab til at opdatere sggningerne, som er foretaget fra oktober 2014 - januar
2015.

1.3. Metoder til sggning

Segning til litteratur til denne oversigt over forsknings -og udviklingsbaseret viden er foretaget i
perioden oktober 2014 - januar 2015.

S@gningerne har omfattet forsknings- og udviklingsbaseret viden foretaget i Danmark og de gvrige
nordiske lande, sdvel som internationalt, dog kun hvis publiceret pa engelsk. Afgraensning af
tidsperioden er af kommissoriet fastlagt til perioden 2006-2014, jf. de gvrige forsknings- og videns
opsamlinger, der er foretaget i forbindelse med den nye peedagoguddannelsel. Det betyder at en del
vasentlig litteratur for omradet ikke er medtaget i denne oversigt fordi det er udarbejdet fgr 2006.

Udover den systematiske litteratursggning, har arbejdsgruppen ogsa sggt litteratur af mere
’hdndholdt’ vej. Her har arbejdsgruppen spurgt udvalgte kollegaer pa peedagoguddannelserne i alle
UC’ere, som arbejder med skole- og fritidspaedagogik, samt udvalgte nordiske forskere og bedt dem
anbefale relevant litteratur, forskning og viden. De adspurgte er blevet bedt om at pege pa tre
publikationer (danske, nordiske og engelske) som efter deres mening bgr indga i den grundlitteratur
og viden de paedagogstuderende arbejder med gennem dette modul i uddannelsen. De nordiske
forskere har ikke begranset sig til tre publikationer. Al anbefalet litteratur som overholder
udgivelseskriteriet 2006-2014 er medtaget i oversigten og er blevet tematiseret sammen med
litteraturen fra de systematiske sggninger.

(FRSS), a survey system designed to collect small amounts of issue-oriented data from
a nationally representative sample of schools, with minimal burden on respondents and
within a relatively short period of time, Questionnaires were mailed to approximately
1,800 public elementary schools in the 50 states and the District of Columbia, Data
were adjusted for non-response and weighted to yield national estimates that represent
all public elementary schools in the United States, The purpose of this report is to
introduce new NCES data through the presentation of tables containing descriptive
information: selected findings have been chosen to demonstrate the range of
information available from the FRSS study rather than to discuss all of the observed
differences, Findings are based on self-reported data from public elementary schools,
All specific statements of comparisons made have been tested for statistical
significance at the ,05 level using Student t-statistics to ensure that the differences are
larger than those that might be expected due to sampling variation, Adjustments for
multiple comparisons were not included, Many of the variables examined are related to

This article explores the possible contributions that children can make in educational
settings that aim to move towards greater inclusion.

Kyriaki
Messiou describes the activities she used in this intervention phase, all designed to promote
pupil participation, and argues that these offer promising strategies for teachers who wish
to develop more inclusive ways of working.
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This exploratory pilot study investigates the extent to which participating in a community
cultural development (CCD) initiative builds social capital among children. An independent
youth arts organisation implemented two cultural activities, developing a compact disc of

Abstract/Resumé original music and designing mosaic artworks for a library courtyard, in two schools

located in a socio-economically disadvantaged area of South-East Queensland, Australia.
After participation in the project, 39 primary school children aged 9 to 13 years completed
a generic "Social Capital in Children Questionnaire" designed specifically for evaluating
arts projects. Findings support the role of CCD within schools for enhancing social capital
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in young people, identifying a range of positive impacts regarding self-concept, reciprocity,
feelings of obligation, extended networks and trust. The results suggest that program
components, such as facilitating 'friendship' connections between children and designing
activities that incorporate the sharing of materials, equipment and tools to facilitate
reciprocity, should be an important focus for developing arts programs within a social
capital framework.

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In American public schools refugees from overseas and Latino migrant children typically
find themselves in English learning programs, usually designated as English as a Second
Abstract/Resumé Language (ESL), Limited English Proficiency (LEP), or English Language Learners (ELL)
programs.
